Dear Shareholders,

With immense pleasure, | place before
you the Annual Report of your Bank for the
financial year 2006-07. At the outset, |
gratefully acknowledge your ardent support
and enthusiasm that help your Bank
surpass Rs.1,00,000 crores mark of
business as on 31.3.2007, a monumental
achievement in the glorious history of Allahabad Bank. Your
Bank continued to take strides breathlessly on profitable
growth path in line with the market dynamics and
expectations of large base of stakeholders that lay
emphasis on ‘size’ as a crucial determinant for strength.

During last four years, the business of your Bank has
posted a compounded annual growth rate of fabulous 27.5%
while operating profit more than doubled to Rs.1,099.91
crores in Mar'07 from Rs.515.83 crores in Mar'03 ie. a
compounded annual growth rate of 20.8%. In the process,
your Bank has enhanced visibility and market confidence &
credibility. At this juncture, taking cue from the past
experience, the Bank would concentrate more on
consolidating its balance sheet without compromising with
growth momentum and profitability. With this brief note, let
us discuss the achievements of the Bank in the backdrop
of the Indian economic and banking scenario.

Indian economy showed sustained growth at 9.2% during
2006-07 as compared with 9.0% in 2005-06, exhibiting her
capability in technological absorption and making her one
of the most attractive destinations among the emerging
economies of the globe. Accounting for around 54% of the
GDP, the services sector has been playing a crucial role in
robust performance of the Indian economy. The indicators
of strong Indian economic fundamentals include, among
others, distinct increase in corporate and household
savings, rising share of exports, supported by export of
software and business services, sustained inflows of capital
and growing international competitiveness.

India economic growth estimated at 9.2% during 2006-07
as against 9.0% during 2005-06 was mainly supported by
hefty industrial growth at 11.3% (8.0%) and services sector
growth at 10.7% (9.8%) while agriculture sector grew by
2.7% during 2006-07 as against 6.0% in the previous year.
All sub-sectors of industries showed higher growth led by
manufacturing sector at 12.3% during 2006-07 as against
9.1% in the previous year. The six key infrastructure industries
(weight 26.7% in Index of Industrial Production) posted a
growth of 8.3% in 2006-07 as against 6.1% in 2005-06.

Exports and imports, in US $ terms, went up by 20.8% and
26.4% respectively during 2006-07 as compared to 23.5%
and 28.7% during 2005-06. Foreign exchange reserve of
the country increased to $199.2 billion as at March 2007.
The rupee appreciated by 2.3% against dollar and
depreciated by 6.8% against Euro and 9.0% against Pound
Sterling during 2006-07. The average annual inflation rate

measured by the Wholesale Price Index (WPI) stood at
5.4% during 2006-07 as compared to 4.4% during 2005-
06. Thus, based on the optimistic economic scenario the
Reserve Bank of India has projected a GDP growth of 8.5%
during 2007-08.

In line with the conducive economic scenario, Indian banks
consolidated further financial foundations while the RBI
continued demand management of liquidity using ail the
policy instruments to ensure price and financial -stability.
The major thrust of Indian banks were faster technological
adoption, particularly, Centralised Banking Solution (CBS)
and getting prepared to embrace risk management in line
with Basel li, during 2006-07. The issues of hardening of
interest rate scenario and occasional tight liquidity,
concerned the Indian banking circle during 2006-07, among
others. The non-performing asset management continued
to receive focused attention from banks. Business
expansion gained further momentum with deposit and credit
growth of 23.0% & 27.6% respectively in 2006-07 as against
18.1% and 30.8% in 2005-06. Investment in government
and other approved securities went up by 10.4% in 2006-
07 as compared to a deceleration of 3.1% in the previous
year. Thus, the banking scenario was congenial for
commercial activity and sustenance of growth momentum.

It is heartening to note that in line with the economic and
banking developments, your Bank has depicted a
commendable performance in the areas of sustained
business growth with profitability, in tune with market
expectations. The Bank's performance was also significant
in the important areas of rural credit dispensation, adoption
of technology, specifically implementation of Centralized
Banking Solution (CBS), NPA management, fee-based
income generation, enhanced image, visibility and
stakeholders’ value etc. All these have improved manifold
market perception about your Bank.

Turning back to the operational parameters, the total
business of the Bank went up by 29.2% to reach the level
of Rs.1,01,458 crores as on 31.3.2007 from Rs.78,561
crores as on 31.3.2006. Deposits grew by 22.8% to
Rs.59,544 crores as on 31.3.2007 from Rs.48,500 crores
as on 31.3.2006. Gross credit of the Bank went up by
39.4% to Rs.41,914 crores as on 31.3.2007 from Rs.30,061
crores as on 31.3.2006. Gross credit-deposit ratio went up
to 70.4% as on 31.3.2007 from 62.0% as on 31.3.2006.
Thus your Bank continued to exhibit accelerated growth,
achieving the coveted business level of more than
Rs.1,00,000 crores.

Current Account & Savings Account (CASA) has remained
a competitive strength of the Bank. Savings Bank deposits
of the Bank grew by 14.4% io Rs.17,120 crores as on
31.3.2007. The share of Savings Bank deposits in total
deposits was 28.8%. Current deposits of the Bank went up
to Rs.5,492 crores as on 31.3.2007 from Rs.4,081 crores
as on 31.3.2006, showing a growth of 34.6%. The share of
current deposits in totals deposits stood at 9.2%. Thus,
CASA went up to Rs.22,612 crores, forming 38.0% of total
deposits as on 31.3.2007.

Due to hardening interest rate scenario, cost of deposits of
the Bank stood at 5.67% while cost of fund was at 5.69%
during 2006-07. In line with the market dynamics, yield on
advances went up to 9.22% during 2006-07 from 8.75%
during 2005-06 while yield on funds increased to 8.28%
from 8.01% in the preceding year.

Market share in aggregate deposits and gross advances
were at 2.24% and 2.18% respectively as on 31.3.2007.
Business per Employee augmented to Rs.4.56 crores as
on 31.3.2007 from Rs.3.36 crores as on 31.3.2006 while
business per branch went up to Rs.49.26 crores from
Rs.39.30 crores during the period.

Operating profit of the Bank went up to Rs.1,099.91 crores
during 2006-07 from Rs.1,024.15 crores in the previous
year, showing a growth of 7.4%. Operating profit excluding
trading profit grew by 15.9% to Rs.1,025.52 crores from
Rs.885.20 crores during the period. The treasury (trading)
profit declined from Rs.138.95 crores during 2005-06 to
Rs.74.39 crores in 2006-07. Thus, the enhanced profitability
of the Bank may be attributed to core banking business
during 2006-07.

The net profit of the Bank showed a growth of 6.2% to reach
Rs. 750.14 crores during 2006-07 from Rs.706.13 crores
during 2005-06.

Earnings per share went up to Rs.16.79 during 2006-07
from Rs.16.06 during 2005-06 while book value per share
went up to Rs.100.22 from Rs.81.45 during the period.
Return on Assets stood at 1.26% during 2006-07 as
compared to 1.42% in the preceding year. Profit per
Employee improved to Rs.3.97 lacs during 2006-07 from
Rs.3.69 lacs during 2005-06.

Despite rising interest rate scenario during major part of
2006-07, the Bank could maintain Net Interest Margin
(Spread as percentage to Average Working Fund) at a
comfortable level of 2.93% as against 3.17% in the previous
year. In spite of a rise in the cost of deposit and cost of
funds the higher growth of average advances and enhanced
fee based income heiped the Bank achieve higher
profitability.

Capital adequacy ratio of the Bank was at a comfortable
level of 12.52% as on 31.3.2007 as against 13.37% as on
31.3.2006. The Bank has enough cushions for increasing
capital adequacy ratio by resorting to various Tier | & Tier
Il debt instruments namely innovative perpetual debt
instruments, upper Tier [l instruments & sub-ordinated debt.

The gross non-performing assets of the Bank declined to
Rs.1,093.59 crores, forming 2.61% of gross bank credit as
on 31.3.2007 from Rs.1,183.83 crores (3.94%) as on
31.3.2006. The net non-performing assets formed 1.07%
of net bank credit as on 31.3.2007. The provision coverage
ratio stood at 57.01% and the slippage ratio was at 1.97%
as on 31.3.2007. The cash recoveries and upgradation of
NPAs amounted to Rs.274.68 crores and Rs.62.66 crores
respectively as on 31.3.2007. The Bank also recovered
Rs.50.25 crores from written off debts. The Bank has been
reinvigorating NPA management by strengthening further
loan appraisal, monitoring & follow-up and focusing on
recovery, particularly, from written off accounts.

Priority sector credit of the Bank grew by 32.93% to
Rs.16,554 crores as on 31.3.2007 while agriculture credit
went up by 34.3% to Rs.7,692 crores. The priority sector
credit and agriculture credit formed 39.1% and 18.1% of net
bank credit respectively as on 31.3.2007.

Cost to income ratio of the Bank declined to 48.29% during
2006-07 from 50.28% during the preceding year. In spite of
market trend of declining trading profit, the decrease in cost
to income ratio may be attributed to fall in operating
expenses on the one hand and increase in fee based
income on the other by 25.0% to Rs.358.97 crores during

2006-07. Thus, in spite of decline in treasury profit the Bank
could reduce the cost to income ratio, indicating increased
operational efficiency.

The Bank has introduced a number of new and value
added deposit and credit products during the year. Such
deposit products include, Champion Deposit Scheme and
Tax Benefit Term Deposit Scheme while credit products
include Short Term Corporate Loan Scheme, All Bank Gyan
Dipika Scheme, Financing Agri-Clinics & Agri Business
Centres by Agriculture Graduates, AllBank General Credit
Card Scheme, Scheme for Financing Rural Health Care
Unit, Swarojgar Credit Card etc.

Computerized branches of the bank numbered 2,029,
forming 98.5% of our network and covering 99.7% of the
Bank’s business. The Bank has connected 208 ATMs with
221 branches on its network. With membership in National
Financial Switch our card members can now access over
8,000 ATMs at a very low cost.

The Centralized Banking Solution (CBS) exercise has
gained further momentum during the year and the Bank
has taken up the issue of CBS as the top agenda. CBS has
been rolled out in 13 branches of the Bank, so far. We have
already established Data Centre at DAKC, Navi Mumbai
and Disaster Recovery Centre is being set up at Lucknow.

The notable developments in the area of technology
adoption are participation of 117 branches in Real Time
Gross Settlement, live NEFT in 90 branches, ECS facility in
43 centres, initiation of the process of cheque truncation
system in 53 branches, among others.

The Bank continued its prime importance on developing
the human capital capable of faster business expansion,
handling international business & quick decision making
in tune with its quest to emerge a Bank of global stature.
In addition to exposing 9,223 employees to various training
programmes during 2006-07, the Bank laid thrust on
competency mapping exercise, putting right man in right
place and proper succession plan and emphasize on
specialist officers in the recruitment process.

The Bank has already opened an international branch at
Hong Kong the commercial hub of the South-East Asia.
Notably, the Bank has already established a representative
office at Shenzhen China, to tap the business opportunities
in the fastest growing economy of the globe.

With the approval from Reserve Bank of India and
Government of India, General Insurance Business under
joint venture with Indian Overseas Bank, Karnataka Bank
Ltd., Dabur Ltd. and Sompo, Japan would be made
operationalized in near future.

The Board of Directors of the Bank has recommended a
dividend of 30% of equity during 2006-07. With the continued
support and patronage of the shareholders, stakeholders,
customers, employees and well-wishers of this great
institution, | am confident to take this Bank to newer heights
in future.
