2. OPERATIONS

The company has marketed 121.91 Lac Mtrs. of
fabrics valuing Rs. 144,02 crores during the year
as compared to 112.98 Lac Mtrs. valuing Rs.135.68
crores in the previous year. The Company has also
marketed 446.88 Tons of Worsted yarn amounting
to Rs. 15.42 crores during the year against 399.96
tons amounting to Rs. 14.14 crores in previous year.

3. INDUSTRY SCENARIO

The Textile Scenario in the year 2000-2001 was
getting more and more complex with the passage of
time. The price compeition is becoming a reguiar
teature due to un-abated excess supply situation.

The complexity of situation was aggravated manifold
on 28th February' 2001 when in the Union Budget,
the Compounded Chamber Based Excise Duty
(CBCED) was replaced by the Ad Valorem duty. This
sudden change in Excise Duy structure resulted in
unprecedented situation in the industry. As a result
performance of the Textile industry in general and
synthetic industry in particular, in the last month of
previous year and first month of current year has
been extermely precarious.

Industry is suffering from :- (a) Continuosuly rising
costs (b) Near perennial situaion of excess domestic
supply over the demand (c¢) Continuous competition
in the prices resulting in lower and lower per unit
realisation. Lower price realisation is the feature both
in domestic and export markets.

Industry therefore is passing through very difficult
times, with hardly any ray of hope in the short term.
In the long term the Company will have to evolve
innovations in the product development and efforts
for horizontal growth in the export markets.

EXPORTS

The Company exported 36.37 Lac Mtrs. of fabrics
during the year amounting to Rs. 46.22 Crores as
against 31.38 Lac Mtrs. valuing Rs. 41.91 Crores in

previous year.
READY MADE GARMENT DIVISION

The Company sold 45,520 pieces of Garments as
compared to 22,701 pieces during previous year. The
Garment Division was started last year and is now
faking shape.

MODERNISATION

As reported in previous years’ Directors’ Report, the
Company has replaced its 16 Nos. PU-85 Sulzer
Weaving Machines which were installed in 1984 &
1986 by latest G-6300 Sulzer Rapier Weaving
Machines of latest technology. The modernisation
was under the Technology Upgradation Fund Scheme
of Government of India. The commercial production
of these looms commenced w.e.f. 28" September,
2000. The modernisation will help the Company to
reduce operational cost as well as to produce value
added fabrics.

DEMATERIALISATION OF SHARES

Your Company’s shares have been brought into
Compulsory demat scheme w.e.f. 26" March’2001
and the Company has entered into agreements with
Nationaf Securities Depository Ltd. and Central
Depository Services (India) Ltd. to facilitate holding
and trading of the Company’s shares in efectronic
form.

DIVIDEND

The Directors recommend dividend @ 18% on Equity
shares of the Company.

AUDIT COMMITTEE

The Company has constituted an Audit Committee
