I am extremely happy and delighted to welcome you all to this 48th annual general
meeting of the Company and present before you yet another year of growth in
performance of your company. The growth is achieved not only with respect to the
financial results but also with respect to other areas such as diversifications towards
e-commerce businesses and government businesses. This being service based will
have stabilizing impact on the company which is undergoing consolidation phase in
adverse countrywide economic situation.

Though business is not only for profit but let me start by informing that your Company
has closed the year 2012-13 with a record profit before tax (PBT) of Rs.193 crore,
which is approximately 10% more than that of the previous year

The total business stands at Rs.15,482.46 crore in the agency business segment. New
item like raw Pet Coke, Rock Phosphate and Baryte have been added to the traditional
list of iron ore, manganese ore, tea, human hair, coal, scrap and surplus stores.

Govt. had fixed for MSTC for the year 2012-13 for e-commerce
business, the actual was Rs.15,482.47 cr. which is higher by 28%
than the target.
