Your directors present their 34th Annual Report together with
Audited Financial Accounts of the Company for the year ended
31st March 2007.

Review of operations

During the year 9.20 lakh tonnes sugar cane was crushed at an
average recovery of 9.43% as against 6.34 lakh tonnes at an
average recovery of 9.28% in the previous year. The average
sales realization was lower compared to previous year.

Sale of industrial alcohol registered Rs.46.36 crores as
compared to Rs.16.12 crores during the previous year as the
distillery was under our direct operations for the full year.

The working results of the company are considered satisfactory.
The net profit for the year is Rs.15.36 crores. The debt
restructuring programme has been completed. In view of this,
consideration of dividend is deferred.

In the current year we expect to crush at the same level. The
implementation of Co-generation project is in progress and is

- likely to be completed by September, 2007.

Deposits:

All Fixed Deposits and Cumulative deposits matured and claimed
as on 31.03.2007 have been paid. At the end of the financial
year 35 deposits amounting to Rs.11 ,69,442/- which were due
for re-payment remained unclaimed.

Bonus Issue

With the consent of the members of the Extra Ordinary General
Meeting held on 29th June, 2007, it has been decided to issue
and allot bonus shares to the members whose names appear in
the Register of Members as on 23rd July,2007 (Record Date)
